Theatre hire is from the Saturday to the following Saturday is £3510 (but Sandfield may be increasing in price next year so it may be worth looking into other theatres).Please look at the prices of rights and things like set/costumes/lighting/sound. A rough break down will help. Also, it may be good if you start looking for sponsorship for the show.
